We chose a resort credit 
for each person instead so you may use those 
funds towards your meals at any restaurant or 
activities at Atlantis as you wish rather than face 
restrictions of the dining plans.

Mandara Spa & Fitness Center: 1-day pass $15, 
3-day pass $30 per person includes daily aerobic 
classes, relaxation lounge and refreshments, lap 
pool. A list of current Spa charges and services are 
available online. Snorkeling, Snuba, Shark and Dol-
phin Experiences on site: Several Dolphin interac-
tion experiences are now available at Atlantis with 
advance reservations required. Refer to the Blue 
Adventures brochure.

Golf: Guests of Atlantis can enjoy invigorating play 
and spectacular ocean views at the Ocean Club 
Golf Course. This 18-hole, par 72 championship 
course is designed by Tom Weiskopf and operated 
by Troon Golf.

Aquaventure and Pools: Aquaventure rides and 
slides are complimentary and open daily, 10am to 
5pm. Guests must be at least 48 inches tall to ride 
the water slides. The pools are open and lifeguards 
are on duty from 8am to 7pm. Children ages 16 
and under that are within the pool and beach areas 
must be accompanied by an adult at all times.
